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Installing Battery

1.	 With the phone facing down, insert your fingernail into the 
cutout on the bottom of the back cover and gently lift the 
cover.

2.	 Place the battery, making sure the gold contacts are lined 
up.

3.	 Push in and press down gently to secure.

4.	 Place the back cover and press it down along the edges to 
close.
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Charging the Battery
The battery comes partially charged. You must fully charge the 
battery before using your device for the first time.

Your device comes with a charger (charging head and USB cable)
to charge from any electrical outlet.

Replacing the nano SIM Card
Your device comes with a pre-installed nano SIM card.

To replace the nano SIM Card

1.	 Turn OFF the phone, then remove the back cover and 
battery.

2.	 Locate the slot for the SIM card and gently slide the SIM 
card tray down to unlock the tray.

3.	 The SIM is now accessible by opening the tray.

Inserting a microSD Card

	• Make sure you follow the complete charge time.

	• After a partial charge, the battery level indicator may not be 
exact.

	• Wait for at least 20 minutes after removing the charger to 
obtain an exact indication.

	• Switch OFF the back light upon request.

	• Extend the email auto-check interval for as long as possible.

	• Exit background-running applications if they are not being 
used for a long time.

	• Deactivate Bluetooth, Wi-Fi, or GPS when not in use.
