Assemble Your Device

When to Charge the Battery

•	If the tablet is ON, you will see a charging icon in the status bar.

Airplane Mode
The Airplane mode turns off Wi-Fi and Bluetooth and disconnects 
your device from all networks.

Volume Adjustments
You can adjust the system volume as well as the default volume for 
call ringtones, notifications, and other audio.

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Display

Adjust the Screen Brightness

surroundings. Additionally, adjusting the screen brightness can 
help save battery life.

Lock Screen and Security
You can secure your device and protect your data by using a screen 
lock.

Storage
You can use portable storage via a micro-SD card to store media 
and other data. When you install a new micro-SD card, the tablet 
will mount the card as portable storage. To install, locate the card 
slot on the side of the tablet. Carefully insert the card into the slot 
as shown in Installing the SIM Card and microSD Card.

To set up the card for storage

1.	 Touch the Home key      > swipe up for apps > Settings  > 
Storage.

2.	Tap the SD card name in the PORTABLE storage section.

3.	You can choose to “Use as Portable Storage” or “Use as Tablet 
Storage”

•	If you select Use as Portable Storage > tap next > tap done.

•	If you select Use as Tablet Storage > tap next > tap Erase and 
Format.
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Warning! The formatting procedure erases all data on the micro-
SD card. Once erased, data cannot be retrieved.

You will be prompted to move your photos, files, and other data 
from the tablet’s internal storage to the SD card. 

Select MOVE NOW or MOVE LATER and tap next. Follow the 
prompts to continue.

To move Data Between SD card and Internal Storage

1.	 Touch the Home key       > swipe up for apps > Settings   > 
Storage.

2.	Tap TABLET or the SD card name.

3.	Tap Migrate Data > Eject.

NOTE: When you transfer data between the tablet’s internal 
memory and external card, the destination becomes the default 
location for new apps, photos, and videos.

To Remove an SD Card from Your Tablet

The removal of an SD card must be done safely.

4.	Touch Home       > swipe up for apps > Settings   > Storage.

5.	Tap SD card Name under Device Storage > Remove SD Card.

Warning! To prevent damage to the information stored on the 
memory card, eject the card before removing it from the device.

•	Tap Eject and when the screen indicates the card has been 
safely ejected, you can physically remove it from the tablet.
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To Reformat your SD Card as Portable Storage

Warning! Before formatting an SD card, you should back up 
your music and photo files that are stored on the card because 
formatting the SD card deletes all the stored data.

3.	Tap Format as Portable > Format.
